· “Dr. Jim” – the “name” he was best known by
· Born Sep 12th,1920 – outside the small town of Snyder in West Texas

· Severe poverty

· Weak and frail as a child 
· Chronic severe respiratory issues, generally poor health,  & poor eyesight

· Entrepreneurial spirit throughout his life – reputation for being a hard worker

· Read a newspaper ad as a young man about chiropractic care “curing” someone with similar health issues and immediately went in.
· Miraculous results – improved health & eyesight (able to get a drivers license…and eventually his pilot’s license!) 

· Began attending Palmer College of Chiropractic in 1943 (graduated in 1945)
·  Dr. Jim’s Chiropractic Practice Success

· First practice – 300 patient visits per day within 18 months 

· Over the next 18 months, he opened 18 more clinics and hired doctors to staff them

· His study of business, sales, and personal growth were applied while researching the results at each of the clinics

· The foundation of the PSPS principles and philosophy

· The First Parker Seminar
· Dec 13 – 16th 1951 Orlando, Florida 
· 7 DC’s attended

· Parker School for Professional Success (PSPS) established in 1958
· For 13 years the only seminars in the U.S. were held in Fort Worth, Texas (several were conducted outside the U.S.)
· Moved to Dallas in 1970

· 1979 – Ronald Reagan guest speaker in Las Vegas

· Eventually the name was changed to Parker System for Professional Success

· Share International 
· Incorporated in 1961 

· Parker Chiropractic Research Foundation formed 1951 (fully incorporated in 1959
· 1986 name change Parker Chiropractic Resource Foundation

· Parker College of Chiropractic

· September 25th, 1982 – dedication at the Dallas PSPS

· 1st campus Irving Texas – the old church

· 1989 – campus expands to the current site

· Dr Jim dies 1997
