 

CHEST VIEWS: PA, LATERAL 
FINDINGS:
The lungs are adequately filled with air and applied to the chest wall bilaterally.  The inspiratory effort measures to the posterior 10th rib on the right. The costophrenic and cardiophrenic angles are sharp and clear as are the lung apices.  The trachea and carina are in a midline position.  The vascular pattern is unremarkable. The mediastinum, hila and cardiac silhouette are of expected size and contour.  The visualized osseous structures are unremarkable as is the visualized portion of the abdomen.

Abdomen VIEW: Recumbent KUB 

FINDINGS:
The amount and distribution of gas within the bowel is normal. There is no bowel dilatation. There is no evidence of extraluminal air. Soft tissue outlines of the psoas muscles and kidneys are seen. The kidneys are normal in size and shape. There are no apparent bony lesions or abnormal calcification. Incidentally, sterilisation clips can be seen within the pelvis indicating previous gynaecological intervention.
IMPRESSIONS:

1. Normal abdominal radiograph
2. Artifacts consistent with tubal ligation bilaterally.

Abdomen VIEW: Recumbent KUB 
FINDINGS:
The visualized portions of the lung bases are unremarkable as are the spine, pelvis and lower ribs.   The bowel gas is in the expected pattern and all air appears contained.  There is no evidence of concretion or mass formation. The visualized solid organs are of expected size and contour.
