RADIOLOGY REPORT TIPS:

Criteria for radiographic report acceptance:

Must be in pen 

Must have a findings and an impressions section

Must correctly identify the most significant findings on the film     
Must recognize normal, abnormal and normal variants
Must address Alignment, Bone, Joints and Soft tissues on skeletal films 
Chest and abdomen films must have a report specific to that area

Must sign and date the report
To Pass the Qualitative Assessment for their report they must meet the above criteria and:
Must list the views (abbreviations are acceptable here)

Must use complete sentences, paragraph form.

Must omit abbreviations and symbols in the report, especially in the impressions

i.e. DDD, DJD, WNL, R/L are not acceptable.  Exceptions: AP, PA, C7, T3, L5, S2, ADI 

Must use appropriate descriptive terms in the findings section

Must identify levels and right / left where applicable in the findings.

Must express the impressions as logical conclusions based on findings, given in a numbered, list format ideally with the most significant first.
Where a definite diagnosis isn’t known, a reasonable differential should be given.

Recommendations for additional imaging or previous films should be made where applicable.

Recommendations should not be confused with chiropractic treatment plan
