CARDIAC ARREST MANAGEMENT / AED (1 rescuer)
STUDENT GRADING CRITERIA – Witnessed Arrest
(Station Time 5 Minutes)

Examiner will state: “You arrive on the scene where a person has collapsed.  You have an AED available."

1. Student states BSI precautions: you would state that you would wear appropriate gloves and eye protection.
2. Performs initial patient assessment, and confirms cardiac arrest by assessing for a carotid pulse.
3.
Turns on power to AED

4.
Verbalizes preparation of the chest (including shaving hair, drying skin, removing medication patches and 
wiping any excess medication from the chest)

5.
Properly places pads on patient
a.
Places one pad (correct pad as marked) to the right of the upper sternum below the right clavicle.  
Places the second pad (correct pad as marked) just below and to the left of the left nipple (toward the 
left lateral side of the chest) as per the manufacturer’s recommended guidelines.
6.
Plugs cables into the AED.
7.
Waits for AED to analyze the rhythm, and then confirms that personnel are "CLEAR" prior to delivering shock.


a.
Verbalizes: "I'm clear, you’re clear, we're all clear" after machine has charged and is ready to shock
b.
Confirms that no one is in contact with the patient and that no other conductive equipment or material is attached or touching the patient.

8.
Delivers shock

Follows verbal prompts of AED

9.
Performs 2 minutes (5 cycles) of CPR

10.
Performs steps 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, and 9 in sequence.

11.
Repeats steps 7, 8 and 9 or follows the verbal prompts of the AED to correct problems encountered while attempting shocks.

12.
Correctly identifies and corrects problems that arise during the skill such as loose pads, low or dead battery, and mechanical problems.
13.
When asked can verbalize the total number of shocks to be delivered according to ARC standards as 
compared to Parker College protocols.

NOTE: After candidate check pulse correctly, Examiner will state: “No Pulse”

NOTE: Candidate shall NOT be penalized if pulse is checked between shocks.
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
