·  Gained fame curing diseases by correcting spinal abnormalities

·  Aristotle said, “He made old men young and thus prolonged their lives greatly”

·  Performed animal dissections to analyze anatomy and function

·  His ideas dominated for 1400 years

·  Recorded and noted the proper positions & relations of the vertebrae and spinal column

·  Wrote 500 books

·  Known as “The Prince of Physicians” 

·  Cured Eudemus, Roman scholar, of a paralyzed right hand by “adjusting” his neck

·  Spinal manipulations 

· Considered crude and dangerous (possibly resulting in instant death)
·  Bizarre treatments arose as scientific 

·  Basic refusal to consider other fields of knowledge
Bonesetting
·  Has existed since the time of Hippocrates

·  Set dislocations, luxations, set fractures

·  Apprenticed and passed from generation to generation (The Village Doctor)

·  Bonesetters were thrown off hospital wards in the 16th – 17th centuries

·  It seems fairly obvious that D.D. Palmer (the founder of chiropractic) did not “invent” manipulation of the spine
·  D.D. should be acknowledged as one who revived, refined, and advanced a powerful health care form that had virtually disappeared
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 I find it ironic that as “traditional” approaches experience increasing failures and struggles in achieving a “healthy” population, we are turning to the “ancient ways” again for possible answers.

· Both studied college accreditation standards
·  John Nugent, NCA Director of Education

· Prime mover in reforming chiropractic training via negotiated mergers of smaller private schools into larger, financially sound, non-profit professionally controlled colleges.

· Visited over 51 chiropractic schools over 18 years (starting in the 1930’s)
· Educational Reforms
· The Broad Scope View (NCA / ACA)
· Chiropractors should not only detect and remove subluxations, but also make diagnoses of disease states and use a broad range of “natural”, conservative remedies

· The Narrow Scope View (ICA)
· Chiropractors should only detect and remove subluxations.

· More Educational Reforms
· The Basic Science Legislation
· Successfully enacted by organized medicine

· Many states required a basic science exam -  requirement to licensure for chiropractors, osteopaths, and M.D.’s

· By 1975, chiropractors were passing consistently

· Repeal of the basic science laws actually came from the medical community 
___________________________
· NBCE (National Board of Chiropractic Examiners) incorporated in Texas 

· Supported by the NCA & the ICA
· Initially resisted by state examining boards

· By the early 1970’s, recognized by 29 states and 37 licensing boards.
· 1963 – the modern ACA is chartered

______________________ - CCE (Council on Chiropractic Education) awarded full listing as a national accreditation agency

______________________ - ACC (Association of Chiropractic Colleges) applies for same accreditation

Mid 1980’s - ICA / ACA merger fails

Chiropractic Under Siege
 Organized Medicine’s Attack on Chiropractic
· Began in the early 1900’s

· B.J.’s indictment

· D.D.’s indictment and conviction

· Dr. Shegataro Morikubo (1907)

· Renewed attacks in the post war period as many schools closed (“kick ‘em when they’re down”)
· ________________________________________ enacted

· The first exams were enacted in Wisconsin & Connecticut ~ 1925

· Promoted by ______________________
· Designed to impede chiropractors

· The UCA’s 1st test

· ___________________________ – former DA & state senator

· Dr. ___________________________________________ – the defendant

· The Charge: Practicing medicine, surgery, & osteopathy without a license

· The charges of medicine & surgery without a license were dropped because of the “hands only” chiropractic approach

· Osteopathy & Chiropactic were demonstrated as separate and distinct

· Philosophy was used as the primary defense

· “Modernized Chiropractic” (2 vol. set – Langworthy, Paxon & smith) was entered as evidence

· The jury deliberated for 23 minutes before acquittal

The AMA campaign to “contain and eliminate” chiropractic

· AMA _____________________________________ formed
· Ethical guidelines adopted forbidding M.D.’s any professional interaction with D.C.’s
· M’D’s restricted from using their own judgement

· Forbidden to teach at chiropractic colleges or lecture at chiropractic conventions

· Orchestrated a nation wide, anti-chiropractic publicity campaign
· Late 1960’s - Book funded by the AMA; “At Your Own Risk:, The Case Against Chiropractic”
· “10,000 pieces of AMA propaganda” distributed to high school and college guidance counselors

· The committee successfully blocked inclusion of chiropractic in a Health Careers Guidebook prepared by the U.S. Dept. of Labor for distribution to guidance counselors and others throughout the country.
__________________________
· U.S. Congress commissions study on “non-medical” health care providers for inclusion in Medicare

· AMA essentially “buys” the USPHS and pressures its “experts” to issue an unfavorable report.

· Delays chiropractic's inclusion to Medicare another 5 years
· ICA & the ACA unite against a common foe

· A unified response paper is issued
· A grassroots letter campaign is set into motion

·  12 million letters sent

· 1976 - The AMA Anti-trust Lawsuit

· Known as “The Wilk’s Case”
· Filed against the AMA & 14 co-conspirators by 5 D.C’s

· Chester Wilk

· Pat Arthur

· James Bryden

· Steven Lumsden

· Michael Pedigo

· The investigation uncovered the activities and writings of the Committee on Quackery as well as several influential people in the AMA.

·  Mysterious packages containing incriminating evidence are said to have appeared on the steps of the attorney’s office

· A Summary of Illicit Activities include:

· Suppression of favorable studies on chiropractic

· Dissemination of anti-chiropractic propaganda

· Unethical tactics and business methods

· The attempt to eliminate competition using any methods possible

· Suppression and control of members of the AMA from any professional interaction with chiropractors
· Filed in 1976 - concluded in 1983

· Retried

· Appeals continued for almost 10 years

· The “final answer” came in the January 1992
· Although some bridges have been built, the bitter rivalry between chiropractic and political medicine still exists on several levels. 
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
