Course Description: 

This course  is a continuation into the basic principles of pathology as covered in Pathology I. Presentations will include an in-depth discussion into multiple organ systems pathology, with an emphasis on understanding the origins of the pathophysiological disease state. An understanding of the initial factors in the early development of organ dysfunction will lead to a more appropriate intervention by the future health care provider. A philosophical discussion of the benefits of preventive care as it relates to a wellness lifestyle will also be included where appropriate.  

Course Mission, Goals and Objectives: 

As discussed in the Mission Statement of the College, Doctors of Chiropractic serve as primary health care providers.  In order to diagnose disease and interpret disease entities as they relate to the vertebral subluxation it is essential that the student have a sound background and a thorough understanding of the science of Pathology.  The following are the overall goals of the Pathology II course.  The objectives for each section are listed at the start of each lecture outline. 

By the end of this course, the student should have:
1. Sufficient data about basic disease reactions and organ specific reactions so that he/she can: 

     a. understand  how the inter-relationship of the organ systems means that disease in one organ can   
produce disease manifestations in other organs. 
     b. interpret signs and symptoms collected in a patient’s history to begin a differential thought process
     c. anticipate the natural course of disease

     d. continue to learn the pathophysiology of disease

Quizzes 
Quizzes can be given at anytime during any class period. Each quiz given during each unit will represent extra points added the exam given over each specific unit of material (i.e. 3 quizzes-3 points)  Quizzes can range from 5 - 10 questions. There are no make-up quizzes.

All lecture tests in the Pathology Course are comprehensive for the course, and material from any previous section of Pathology may appear on the test.  It is also expected that the student is competent in material covered in the courses that are considered prerequisites for this course and therefore, where appropriate, material from those courses may also appear on the test. 

A student who at least a 90% attendance and a 90% average on all grades on the last day of class will be exempt from taking the Final Exam. For the purpose of recording the attendance, the role will be passed around during each hour of class and the student is to sign only one hour of attendance. Since this is a 60 hour course, 6 hours is 10%. The maximum number of hours that a student can miss and still be eligible for the 90:90 rule is 6 hours. It also a universal policy that any student who exceeds 20% absences (a total of 12 hours in this course) will receive a drop of one letter grade in the course, based their final average in the course.
