I intend to establish a sole proprietorship with a long-range goal of opening additional practices.  A general location along Highway 83 in Parker with an expected five year lease has been selected. Purpose

Financial assistance is sought in the form of a loan for the purpose of establishing a chiropractic practice.  These monies will be utilized to purchase the equipment, furnishings, and all necessary supplies, plus promotional facilitation and operating capital.

Introduction
The chiropractic approach to healthcare is a holistic, whole person approach that stresses the patient’s overall well being.  It recognizes that many factors affect health, including exercise, diet, rest, environment and heredity.  Doctors of Chiropractic use natural, non-drug, non-surgical health treatment and rely on the body’s inherent recuperative abilities.  They counsel their patients about lifestyle changes, assisting them toward optimal professionals and make referrals when necessary. 

Doctors of Chiropractic, like other health practitioners, follow a standard procedure to secure the information needed for diagnosis and treatment.  They take the patient’s health history, conduct physical, orthopedic, and neurological examinations, and many order laboratory tests.  Chiropractors also employ a postural and spinal analysis that is unique to chiropractic diagnosis.

In cases where difficulties can be traced to the involvement of the neuromuscular structures, Doctors of Chiropractic manually adjust the spinal column and extremities. Location

Terms and Application of Loan Proceeds

Dr. Dean Anderson is seeking start up costs (office supplies/build out expense) in the form of a cash loan, and working capital as line of credit.  These include equipment purchases, office supplies, working capital, and possible build out expenses which are computed at $69,919.  The first year cash flow projections reflect a negative cash flow for the first few months. This is mostly the result of start-up expenses and establishing a patient base.  Securing a line of credit would enable the business to address negative cash flow situations that may arise.


The cash flow projections did not include any income from nutritional supplements, orthopedic supplies, supports of braces.  These were left out because of their variability and specific uses.
