Physics Courses Exam Grading Guidelines
Except when otherwise stated, the following is the guideline for grading exams. The guidelines are subject to unforeseen special circumstances on individual exam questions.

Four Exams are scheduled for both Physics I and Physics II. There will be a total of 15-20 Conceptual and Quantitative questions in form of multiple. 

· Each question has a value of 5 points

· Grade will be calculated as a % of total exam points, with maximum grade of 100. 

· All work must be shown to get full credit. Partial credit will be given to those problems that are not completely worked out. 

· For quantitative problems the following point values will be used:

· 5 points for all work correctly done

· 4 points for correct approach but computational errors.

· 3 points for development of the solution, but incorrect final equations.

· 2 points for relevant information, but no development of a solution.

· 1 point for some appropriate information.

· 0 point if no work shown.    



· The time limit for completing the exam will be 90 from the time the exams are distributed. 


It is important that the written solutions, i.e. the approaches, are organized in an easily understood step-by-step format. This will improve the opportunity to obtain the best possible score for each problem. Recommendation is to do work on separate paper and transfer to exam page.
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
