1.
Demonstrates or verbalizes using Body Substance Isolation.  Verbalizes that


he/she would wear appropriate gloves, eye/face protection
2.
Covers injury completely with clean dressing(s) demonstrating aseptic technique.

3.
Uses appropriate steps to control bleeding.


a.
Direct pressure and bulky dressing as appropriate.


b.
Elevation (if no fracture).


c.
Addition of more dressings if original ones are bleeding through.


d.
Pressure points (brachial or femoral) if told bleeding is still not controlled.

4.
Checks CMS distal to injury before bandaging

· Circulation (pulse or capillary refill)
· Motor function

· Sensation 

a.
Monitors at an appropriate location.

5.
Secures dressing(s) using appropriate pressure with no excessive movement


a.
Applies pressure sufficient to control hemorrhage without compromising circulation unless pressure is contraindicated.


b.
Uses adequate bulk to control hemorrhage, if pressure in contraindicated.


c.
Covers dressing completely with bandage.


d.
Avoids excessive movement.

6.
Uses bandaging technique appropriate to injury


a.
Uses technique appropriate to aid to controlling hemorrhaging.


b.
Uses technique that does not further aggravate the injury.

7.
Checks CMS distal to injury after bandaging

· Circulation (pulse or capillary refill)

· Motor function

· Sensation 


a.
Monitors at an appropriate location.
