·  Def: Abnormal motion or position of vertebra

·  Motion is life....

·  When the spine isn’t moving properly......?

·  Restoring normal motion is one of the main goals of the adjustment (because it has a direct effect on the nervous system). 

·  The brain actually “feeds” on movement...

·  Neuropathophysiology

·  Def: Abnormal nervous system function

·  The brain depends on the information from movement to “make” proper decisions – position sense, weight bearing, gait / stride, etc..  

·  Bad info “in” causes bad info “out”. (GIGO)

·  The brain actually “feeds” on ______________________ to function at 100%   

  (tired? – take a walk and revive....)

·  Since the nervous system governs the entire body, many different systems can be affected by this type of “short circuit”.

·  Def: Abnormal muscle function

·  Imbalances in the muscles cause uneven _________________ on joints.  

·  Early arthritic changes.

·  “Processing” of motion compromised.

·  Increased muscle injuries – strains, spasm, T2P

·  Massage/myofascial work may help (short term), but if the “neuro” component isn’t addressed, it will ____________________ and get worse with time.

·  Def: Abnormal ___________________________ function

·  The joints are surrounded by a capsule, ligaments, and other supportive tissues that guide and limit motion patterns.  

·  Everything is interrelated....

·  Healthy ______________________ = healthy joint and vice versa

·  Injections ( pain, but accelerate __________________ changes

·  Pain tells the brain a joint is injured, remove the pain and further damage may result.

·  Nerves in the joints (pain and proprioception, etc.) will die with repeated injections of ___________________________ (( blood flow).  This seriously compromises motion patterns.

·  Chiropractic is a unique approach to health that focuses on the structure of the spine and its affect on the function of the nervous system.  
·  Subluxation 

·  A subluxation is when vertebrae are misaligned or not moving properly causing an interference or imbalance in the nervous system.
·  The Chiropractic Adjustment 

·  A chiropractic adjustment is a thrust given by hand or instrument to restore proper motion or alignment of the spine and remove any interference to the nervous system.
