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cervical SPINE VIEWS: APLC, LCN, apom, FLEXION, EXTENSION
FINDINGS:
The cervical spine demonstrates a decrease in lordosis, with convexity to the left. There is no excessive motion or increase in the atlantodental interval with flexion or extension.  Upper cervical rotation is evident in the lateral views
The generalized bone density appears adequate.  There is no evidence of recent fracture, dislocation or underlying osseous destruction.   
The disc heights appear relatively well maintained. Mild facet hypertrophy is evident to the right at C4/5. The uncovertebral joints appear slightly narrow to the right from C3-C6.  There is no evidence of soft tissue swelling or mass.  Proximal stylohyoid ligament calcification is incidentally noted.
IMPRESSIONS:

1. Facet arthrosis, C4/5 on the right
2. Mild uncovertebral arthrosis, C3-6

3. Postural alterations as discussed above.

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thoracic  SPINE VIEWS: AP, LATERAL, swimmer’s 
FINDINGS:
The thoracic spine demonstrates a left list. The kyphosis appears adequate.

The generalized bone density appears adequate.  There is no evidence of recent fracture, dislocation or underlying osseous destruction.   
The disc heights and other joint spaces appear relatively well maintained. Small endplate osteophytes are evident in the mid thoracic spine.  There is no evidence of soft tissue swelling or mass.  
IMPRESSIONS:

1. Mild mid-thoracic spondylosis

2. Postural alterations as discussed above.

lumbar SPINE VIEWS: AP, LATERAL, Ap L5/S1 spot
FINDINGS:
Pelvic unleveling is evident, slightly lower on the left with associated left lumbar list.  L5 demonstrates transitional characteristics consisting of a spatulated transverse process on the left that forms an anomalous articulation with the sacrum.
The generalized bone density appears adequate.  There is no evidence of recent fracture, dislocation or underlying osseous destruction. 
Mild disc space narrowing is evident from L3-S1 with small osteophytes adjacent. Mild facet hypertrophy is evident to the left at L4/5 and L3/4.  There is no evidence of soft tissue swelling or mass.  Incidentally noted are bilateral paraglenoid sulci and a phlebolith within the pelvic basin.  There is also anomalous overlap at the symphysis pubis.
IMPRESSIONS:
1. Facet arthrosis, to the left at L4/5 and L3/4
2. Mild degenerative disc disease, L3-S1.

3. L5 transitional segment.

4. Postural alterations as discussed above.
